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In the same church, just say, if one person
is interested in the other person, yet the
other person doesn't have the same
interest. Both bring this up to the church
leaders, how would the church deal with

this?
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If one person is believer and the other is a
non-believer, who doesn't even go to

church. Yet they love each other, what kind of
advice we shall provide to them as a church?

Slightly different from scenario 1 above. Both
are believers, but they are not at the same
level, spiritually. Would that be of any
concern from the church leader's point of
view?
